Africa Region countries of Burundi, Comoros, Djibouti, Ethiopia, 
Eritrea, Kenya, Madagascar, Malawi, Mauritius, Mozambique, 
Réunion, Rwanda, Seychelles, Somalia, Somaliland, Tanzania, 
Uganda, Zambia, and Zimbabwe, and working in a field relevant 
to epidemiology, biostatistics, public health and/or public health 
informatics.

Ÿ Affiliation to a National Public Health Institute or Ministry of 
Health institution that is willing to support the applicant to carry 
out research work in the area epidemiology and biostatistics.

Ÿ Must meet admission requirements for the Master of Science in 
Epidemiology and Biostatistics program at JOOUST or the Master 
of Public Health in Applied Epidemiology program at AMIU 
(students admitted into either of the two programs in 2021 are 
also encouraged to apply for the Epi-fellowship).
